Stray Cat: a cat with identifiable signs of ownership who has been abandoned or lost. 
or
Community Cat: a free-roaming outdoor cat without identifiable signs of ownership.

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Is the cat missing a small portion 
(1/4-1/2 inch) of the tip of one ear? 

Does the cat have a collar, microchip or 
other sign of ownership?

A community cat is an 
outdoor, free-roaming cat 

without identifiable signs of 
ownership. The best approach 
for healthy community cats is 
to spay/neuter and vaccinate 
them, and then quickly return 
them to their outdoor homes. 

To bring a community cat 
in for spay/neuter, please 

contact us to make an 
appointment. 

If the cat is friendly, they probably live in the 
neighborhood and may be a community cat, 
an owned pet who is allowed to spend time 

outdoors or lost. Refer to the “Yes” and “No” 
answers for more information. 

Is the cat sick or injured?

The cat does not need to come to the shelter. An ear tip indicates
